Mr. DeBruyn,

This letter is to request the elimination of an existing segment designation and propose a new
segment designation for the USBR 35 Route within Ottawa County, Michigan.

The Ottawa County Road Commission is proposing to eliminate approximately 8.3 miles of the
unsigned segment designation of USBR 35 from Butternut Drive at Lakeshore Avenue in Port
Sheldon Township south to River Avenue at Howard Street in Holland Township.

Posted speeds of road segment (s): Butternut Drive 35 to 55 mph
River Avenue 35 mph

Typical cross section(s): Butternut Drive 4 lanes (48 ft.) and 2 lanes
with 2 ft. shoulder (28 ft.)
River Avenue 4 lanes plus turn lane (60 ft.)

The following is the proposed new segment (realignment) designation of USBR 35 from
Lakeshore Avenue at Butternut Drive in Port Sheldon Township, south to Lakewood Boulevard
in Park Township, east to Division Avenue to Holland Township, south to Howard Avenue in
Holland Township, and east to River Avenue in Holland Township.

Proposed miles for realignment: Lakeshore Avenue 6.8 miles
Lakewood Boulevard 3.5 miles
Division Avenue 1.1 miles
Howard Avenue 1.6 miles

Posted speeds of road segment (s): Lakeshore Avenue 45-55 mph
Lakewood Boulevard 45 mph
Division Avenue 45 and 40 mph
Howard Avenue 35 mph



Typical cross section(s): Lakeshore Avenue 2 lanes with 4 ft.
shoulders (32 ft.) and 2 lanes (24 ft.)
Lakewood Blvd. 2 lanes with 4 ft. shoulders,
(32 ft.)
Division Ave. 2 lanes (24 ft.)
Howard Ave. 2 lanes, (24 ft.)

The proposed replacement of the existing designated segment of USBR 35 in Ottawa County,
Michigan will provide a much more bike friendly route than the high traffic volumes that exist on
the designated segment. In addition to lower traffic volumes, the proposed route provides
existing and planned paved shoulders, points of interest including Lake Michigan, and is part of
the regional route for bicyclists.
